       Notice of Race

            
   For the racing enthusiast who doesn’t want to take a break from the Wednesday night fun,
   
   come out and join us on the WNATR course. Awards will be given for each night’s results. The William Benedict Trophy will be awarded for JAM overall and the Dearborn Screw& Bolt Trophy will be awarded for PHRF overall. To be considered, you must start each race of the entire series. 
SAILING INSTRUCTIONS

RULES: Except as modified by the sail​ing instructions, the sailing and manage​ment of this race will be governed by the Racing Rules of Sailing (RRS), the pre​scriptions of US SAILING, and the rules of the PHRF or MORC class. 

ENTRY: This race is open to all single hulled yachts, minimum LOA of 20 feet, whose skippers are members of a yacht club or by invitation of Ford Yacht Club. All boats must have a valid PHRF or MORC rating certificate. 

The entry fee is $40.00 for one race, $45.00 for two races. A completed entry form, entry fee, and a current rating certificate must be received at Ford Yacht Club no 

   later than 9P.M. Tuesday before the race. See race application for discounts!        

Sail numbers must be carried on both sides of the mainsail, spinnaker, and overlapping headsails. Finish times will not be recorded if sails are not so numbered. If the race is cancelled by the race committee prior to the start of the last class, entry fees will be refunded. 

The wearing of a Personal Floatation Device or Harnesses, by all persons on board, throughout the race, is recommended 

START: The race will be started using RRS Rule 26, System 2, as modified below, with classes starting in five-minute intervals.

If sufficient entries are received to war​rant multiple classes, the class will be split for scoring purposes even though they start together at the indicated times.

**The same signal –shape sequence illustrated for PHRF A will be used for all other starts.

If there are not enough boats for all classes as indicated in the schedule the R/C will post a schedule of classes with their rating and approx. starting times on the boat.  They will also make an announcement over VHF channel 71, 10 min before first start. 

START AND FINISH:  The start & finish will be between the race committee boat & the WNATR "N” (42 02.49N 83 07.06 W) Buoy (depending on the course chosen by the race committee boat).  If a protection mark is present, it must be honored.  

COURSE:   All races will utilize the West Shore Sail Club WNATR buoys as described by the course diagram attached.  

The race committee boat will post the course designation for each race either with flags or on a board at the side or stern of the boat.  

MARKS:  In the event that one of the WNATR buoys is not present, the com​mittee boat shall set an orange inflatable buoy.

SHORTENED COURSE:    There will be no provisions for a shortened course.

RADIO COMMUNICATION: The Race Committee will monitor VHF chan​nel 71. Any yacht that withdraws from the race shall contact the Race Committee boat by any means including VHF channel 71.

NON‑SPINNAKER YACHTS: Only one headsail may be carried at any time. Whisker poles may not be longer than the yacht's "J" dimension and shall be at​tached to the mast when in use.

CREW:  Class requirements must be met.

PROTESTS:  Protests must be filed in writ​ing on an official protest form & submitted to the Race Committee within one hour of the return of the Race Com​mittee boat to FYC or the return of the protesting yacht to the dock, whichever time is longer. Protesting yachts shall no​tify the Race Committee upon finish​ing of their intent to protest including the sail number(s) of the yacht(s) being protested.

The Two Turn rule, RRS #44.2 is modified; so that a 360° Turn Penalty is acceptable to exonerate oneself from a violation of the RRS part 2 rules.

SCORING:  The Low Point scoring sys​tem, Rule A4, will apply.  

AWARDS:   Flags will be awarded for each race / class / split for first, second and third place based on number of entries. Overall Trophies will be awarded for the PHRF and JAM classes based on finish position within each class of the series, as applicable, using the high point scoring system. Awards will be pre​sented at the FYC Awards Night on November 3, 2007.

AFTERGLOW:  All participants are in​vited to Ford Yacht Club after the races to hear the results and enjoy camaraderie.
