



KAYAKS—Easy to Use and Fun to Paddle

Upcoming Seminar with Maumee River Run

The Toledo Sail & Power Squadron has planned a seminar and Maumee River outing on Saturday, June 14 for public participation.  You are invited to get out in the sun, enjoy your local river, and see what kayaking is all about.  Details:  Held in Grand Rapids, Ohio at River Lures.  Kayak seminar will be 9:00 to 11:30 a.m., followed by delicious lunch, and then a 2 hour/ 6 mile trip down the Maumee River on your own kayak.  Kayaks will be provided by River Lures and all participants will be transported back to Grand Rapids following the trip down the river.  The river run will end at Otsego Rd inside Lucas County Metropark, across the river from Otsego Park.  The cost is only $40.00 and this includes class materials, lunch and kayak rental.  If participants want to use their own kayak, River Lures will charge $17.00 to transport the kayak back to River Lures.  River Lures has life jackets to use, but class participants are encouraged to bring their own.  River Lures does not have chairs, so for class time class participants will need to bring lawn chairs to sit on.
